INDIVIDUAL & TEAM PICTURES

To help keep the pace of play moving, individual and team pictures will
take place at the 6th hole green. The YMCA will be taking pictures of each
team and each individual golfer.
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TOURNAMENT INFORMATION
e All teams- stop at the putting contest after hole 6 before going to
hole 7.
e This is a 5-person scramble. Each person hits a tee shot. The best tee is
selected and everyone plays from the position. This procedure is repeat-
ed until the ball is holed.

e Place the ball within one club length of the shot selected off the tee and
one club HEAD length of the shot selected on the green.

e Keep the integrity of the shot selected. If the shot selected is in the
rough, everyone must play from the rough, if shot is in a sand trap, eve-
ryone plays from the sand trap.

Your 5-some MUST use at least 2 drives from each golfer.

TEES: Women will use the red tees, men use the blue tees.

REMEMBER: there are NO MULLIGANS.

All play must stop at 4:30 PM. Remaining holes will take a par.
